MB – has noticed that the plans state that the residents of Cuerden Close have rights of access.  

A discussion took place regarding the gates that will be erected.

SE – Concerns of the Cinder Path tunnel being blocked and the path being rerouted.  It is believed Sue Ryder have undertaken work on the tunnel previously to make it safe.

SE- Sue Ryder have been asked for the details of the reinforcement for the tunnel. No current signs stating the tunnel is unsafe for vehicles.  Further options could be discussed relating to the driveway being closed and the length of time it will be closed.
JB – Concern – additional light pollution (Cuerden Cafe restricted due to wildlife), removal of TPO trees, residents’ water, sewerage system.
