8. Planning Report. 

a) Update on Nell Lane planning application.  Nothing to add yet but it has to go to the committee and has to be on a grand scale.  A number of people are opposing it. CPRE, PTES have also written in to the council as well as the Lancashire archaeological trust have written confirming that the hedgerows are historical weight.  So far 121 people have objected. It is important that this is kept in to the public eye.
NW will call for a site visit if this is needed. It is not clear who owns the company and Chorley could be attached to somebody who is money laundering. 

b) Cuerden Hall and Parkwood. Parkwood – not clear what is happening. Cuerden Valley Park have expressed an interest but it is too costly. 

No news on the hall. 

Water paid to Sue Ryder is not fully clear.  There was some confusion.  Clerk to contact Joy Brooks to confirm who residents should pay. 

Signs only have planning permission for a year.
c) Fly tipping  Shady Lane
Builders rubble has been dumped on Sue Ryder home.  SE has contacted Stuart Sweetnamm and this has now been removed. The enforcement people are very good. 
d) Lydiate Lane – planning has gone through for up to 2 houses with delegated powers.   The Parish Council had previously written to the council of this.  A letter was received by SE  who said transparency would be evident but it has not gone to security.  SE will also send to LEP.  Local councillors have not been informed either.  Everything around them is green belt.  In conditions – survey regularly, bat boxes. The council have not actually been informed by letter or email.

1- Planning Application 19/00772/OUT


Councillors are concerned that , if allowed, a precedent will be set for future developments on this particular part of the Greenbelt. Given the continuing increase in house building in this area it was questioned as to why there is a need for 2 more dwellings and if it was an “exceptional case” therefore to be allowed on Greenbelt? Councillors also had safety concerns on this stretch of road and residents living on Lydiate Lane are aware that traffic is very busy at peak times and drivers speed in excess of the limits displayed. Councillors agreed to respond to consultation with an “Objection” to this application.


Planning Application 19/01085/ADV


Councillors appreciate the need to advertise the hall but are unhappy with so many and such large hoardings. It was felt that 2 on the end of the hall’s drive exiting on to Shady Lane was unnecessary and that they are sticking out impairing visibility . Although it was noted that there is now only 1 hoarding on Wigan Road , it is unnecessarily large and inappropriate for the rural surroundings. It was felt that given the Greenbelt location such signs spoil the rural locality and if allowed will set a precedent for further signs to pop up. It was also noted that if  permission is granted we will be stuck with them until 2024. It was agreed to respond to the consultation with an “Objection”.

The law on TPOs is in Part VIII of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 ('the Act') and in the Town and Country Planning (Trees) (Amendment) (England) Regulations 2012.


For the purposes of the TPO legislation, the High Court has held that a 'tree' is anything which ordinarily one would call a tree. This is highlighted in Bullock v Secretary of State for the Environment (1980)


An Order can be used to protect individual trees, trees within an area, groups of trees or whole woodlands. Protected trees can be of any size or species.


Orders covering a woodland, protect the trees and saplings of whatever size within the identified area, including those planted or growing naturally after the Order was made. This is because the purpose of the Order is to safeguard the woodland as a whole, which depends on regeneration or new planting.


Can shrubs and hedges be protected by a Tree Preservation Order?


Authorities may only use an Order to protect anything that may ordinarily be termed a tree. This would not normally include shrubs, but could include, for example, trees in a hedge or an old hedge which has become a line of trees of a reasonable height. The removal of countryside hedgerows is regulated under different legislation. See guidance on tree size in conservation areas.


The Hedgerows Regulations 1997 schedule 1


A countryside hedgerow is a boundary line of bushes which can include trees. A hedgerow is protected, meaning you cannot remove it, if it meets the following criteria for:


length


location


‘importance’


Length


A hedgerow is protected if it’s:


more than 20m long with gaps of 20m or less in its length


less than 20m long, but meets another hedge at each end


Location


A hedgerow is protected if it’s on or next to:


land used for agriculture or forestry


land used for breeding or keeping horses, ponies or donkeys


common land


a village green


a site of special scientific interest


a protected European site such as a special area of conservation or special protection area


a local or national nature reserve


land belonging to the state


A hedgerow is not protected if it’s in, or marks the boundary of, a private garden.





‘Importance’


A hedgerow is important, and is protected, if it’s at least 30 years old and meets at least one of these criteria:


marks all or part of a parish boundary that existed before 1850


contains an archaeological feature such as a scheduled monument


is completely or partly in or next to an archaeological site listed on a Historic Environment Record (HER), (formerly a Sites and Monuments Record)


marks the boundary of an estate or manor or looks to be related to any building or other feature that’s part of the estate or manor that existed before 1600


is part of a field system or looks to be related to any building or other feature associated with the field system that existed before 1845 - you can check the County Records Office for this information


contains protected species listed in the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981


contains species that are endangered, vulnerable and rare and identified in the British Red Data books


includes woody species and associated features as specified in Schedule 1, Part II Criteria, paragraph 7(1) of the Hedgerow Regulations - the number of woody species needed to meet the criteria is one less in northern counties

Patrice intends to tender her resignation as Clerk once the new committee is formed and settled.  The Charity Commission has been spoken to.  We know now that in the constitution, the parish councillors choose who are the trustees but that they do not have to be a trustee.  CM and Mike are trustees at the moment. A trustee ensures that there is a notice on the board to apply for grants.  This year 5 applications have been received.  £90 donations from Samuel Crooks comes in automatically each year. Ground Rent from St Katherine’s - £5 is collected via an invoice.  Stuart Hall at the Old School House is £4 per annum, invoice sent and then collected.  AGM trustees decided how much is given to each applicant.  There is £9000 approx in the capital account. Monies paid out in 2018 - £240. The constitution is a fluid document.  Jamie and Simon to become Trustees as local residents.  James Gibbons from Nell Lane and Simon Green from Cuerden Close.  Patrice will take this forward.  CM from Lydiate lane will remain on as a Trustee for a while.


Mike Muncaster may choose to stay on – CM will approach him regarding this matter. It is proposed that the constitution is changed to three members at the next AGM.
